Initial facility operation took place on at 0700 on 1 March.  However, due to unresolved funding issues, sample collections and PIT tag interrogations were limited to the hours of 0700 – 1600 on 1 and 2 March with the system placed in bypass mode from 1600-0700 on those days. Continuous sampling and PIT tag Interrogation at the Hamilton Island Juvenile Monitoring Facility (JMF) began at 0700 on 3 March.   Corner collector operations commenced at 1540 on 3 March to assist passage of 7.4 million Tule Fall chinook from Spring Creek National Fish Hatchery, released on the morning of 2 March.

Debris at the primary dewatering structure (PDS) and fish/debris separator was moderate during the week consisting mostly of sticks.
No kelts were removed from the separator bars and no fallbacks were recorded crossing the separator bars.
