SECTION 5. Facility Operations

Corner collector operations commenced at 1540 on 3 March to assist passage of 7.4 million Tule Fall chinook from Spring Creek National Fish Hatchery, released on the morning of 2 March. Corner Collector operations ceased at 1530 on 5 March.
Outfall hydro cannons became operational at 1530 on 10 March. Few birds have been observed at the outfall.
Debris at the primary dewatering structure (PDS) and fish/debris separator was light to moderate during the week consisting mostly of sticks.
No kelts were removed from the separator bars and nine adult steelhead were observed crossing the separator bars this week.
