Debris at the separator and in the holding tank was moderate this week and consisted mostly of aquatic macrophytes.   Daytime spill for juvenile passage stopped on 1 June at John Day Dam.  Although the combined smolt passage index remained low all week, subyearling Chinook percent composition and passage continued to increase.  

SECTION 6. Research

Approximately 1,040 clipped steelhead, 437 clipped yearling Chinook, and 38 sockeye were collected for USGS-BRD researchers during this report period.  A total of 8 Pacific lamprey ammocoetes and 50 Pacific lamprey macropthalmia were held for fish researchers during this report period.
